families, friends, and adventure lovers.
Your route takes you through the beautiful river valleys of Bhalukpong, the scenic

farmlands and monasteries of Dirang, the legendary Sela Pass (13,700 ft), and finally
into the spiritual and cultural heart of the region — Tawang. Here, you’ll explore the
grand Tawang Monastery, the serene nunneries, vibrant markets, and powerful war

memorials.
The journey also includes a thrilling excursion to Bumla Pass, located at the Indo-
China border, and the iconic Sangetsar (Madhuri) Lake, surrounded by dramatic

mountain scenery. You’ll drive through cloud-kissed roads, crystal-clear lakes, and
picturesque valleys before concluding the trip at the peaceful hill town of Bomdila.

Expect cozy stays, delicious local food, a safe and scenic drive, and memorable
bonding moments — all wrapped in the raw beauty of Arunachal’s untouched

wilderness.

Day 1:- Guwahati → Bhalukpong (Drive: 6–7 hours, Altitude: 213 m)- Arrive at

Guwahati railway station and meet your coordinator. Begin your journey from

Guwahati and drive through the lush green plains of Assam. As you move closer to

Bhalukpong, the landscape changes into forested hills and river valleys. Bhalukpong,

located on the banks of the Kameng River, serves as the gateway to Arunachal

Pradesh. Overnight stay in Bhalukpong.

Day 2:- Bhalukpong → Dirang (Drive: 5 hours, Altitude: 4,900 ft) - After breakfast,

drive to Dirang. This drive takes you through gorgeous valleys, pine forests, and

mountain roads. Stop at the Tipi Orchid Centre, home to hundreds of rare orchid

species. Enroute, enjoy small waterfalls and serene viewpoints. Dirang welcomes you

with cool weather, a tranquil river valley, and unique Monpa tribal culture. Explore

Dirang Dzong, Hot Water Springs & peaceful Dirang Monastery to complete your

day. Overnight stay in Dirang.

Day 3:- Dirang → Sela Pass → Tawang (Drive: 6–7 hours, Altitude) → This is the

most scenic and adventurous day. As you climb towards Sela Pass, the surroundings

change dramatically into rugged, snow-dusted mountains. The pass remains snowy for

most months of the year. At the top lies the iconic Sela Lake, a picture-perfect blue

lake set amidst towering peaks, with mirror-like reflections and turquoise waters.

Considered a sacred lake by the locals. This stunning high-altitude lake stays partially

frozen during winter. Its a perfect paradise for photographer. Descend gently and stop

at the emotional and historic Jaswant Garh War Memorial, dedicated to Rifleman
Jaswant Singh Rawat, a heart touching stories from the 1962 Indo-China War.
Before reaching Tawang, witness the mighty Nuranang Waterfall, one of Arunachal’s

most stunning waterfalls. Overnight stay in Tawang.
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 Day 4:- Tawang Local Sightseeing (Altitude: 10,000+ ft)- Spend the day

exploring the cultural and spiritual gems of Tawang. The highlight is the

majestic Tawang Monastery, asia’s 2nd largest monastery. This monastery is

the houses over 450 monks. There is a massive golden Buddha statue. Visit

Urgeling Monastery (birthplace of the 6th Dalai Lama). Walk through its

peaceful courtyards, giant prayer wheels, and golden statues. Visit the

Tawang War Memorial, which honors the bravery of Indian soldiers of the

1962 Indo-China War. In the evening, enjoy the beautiful light & sound show.

Explore handicrafts, nunneries, and local markets to get a feel of Monpa
traditions and tried their local food like momos, thukpa, butter tea. Evening

at leisure—relax by your hotel in Tawang, or enjoy a peaceful stroll under the

cold Himalayan sky.

Day 5:- Tawang → Bumla Pass → Sangetsar Lake (High-altitude circuit):-
This day offers breathtaking scenery and a once-in-a-lifetime experience.

Drive towards Bumla Pass (15,200 ft), located at the India–China border,

known for its tough terrain and patriotic significance. Its a historic border

point, remembered as one of the routes used during the Dalai Lama’s escape

from Tibet in 1959. Later, visit the iconic Sangetsar Lake (Madhuri Lake)—
famous for its ghostly tree trunks and crystal-clear waters. Stop at Pankang
Teng Tso Lake which is famously known as PTSO Lake, a mesmerizing high-

altitude glacial lake, another postcard-perfect lake surrounded by mountains.

After an adventurous day, return to your hotel and relax with warm dinner.

Over night stay at Tawang.
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Day 6:- Tawang → Bomdila:- Begin your return journey with another

scenic drive across Sela Pass. Capture new photos in different weather

and light conditions. Stop again at waterfalls and viewpoints. Reach

Bomdila, a quiet hill town known for its monastery, viewpoints, and

peaceful ambiance. Overnight stay in Bomdila.

 Day 7: Bomdila → Guwahati:- Descend from the mountains into the

plains of Assam. Enjoy breakfast with mountain views and reach Guwahati

by evening.
